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2004/110.  Special Rapporteur on trafficking in persons,
especially in women and children


At its 55th meeting, on 19 April 2004, the Commission on Human Rights, recalling its resolution 2002/51 of 23 April 2002 and bearing in mind its resolution 2004/45 of 19 April 2004, decided, without a vote:


(a)
To appoint, for a period of three years, a Special Rapporteur, whose mandate will focus on the human rights aspects of the victims of trafficking in persons, especially women and children;


(b)
To request the Special Rapporteur to submit an annual report, commencing with the sixty-first session of the Commission, together with recommendations, on measures required to uphold and protect the human rights of the victims;


(c)
That the Special Rapporteur may, as appropriate, and in line with the current practice, respond effectively to reliable information on possible human rights violations with a view to protecting the human rights of actual or potential victims of trafficking;


(d)
To request the Special Rapporteur to cooperate fully with other relevant special rapporteurs, in particular the Special Rapporteur on violence against women, and to take full account of their contributions to the issue;


(e)
To request the Special Rapporteur to cooperate with relevant United Nations bodies, regional organizations and victims and their representatives;


(f)
To invite Governments and international organizations to cooperate fully with the Special Rapporteur;


(g)
To request the Secretary-General to provide all the necessary resources for the effective fulfilment of the mandate of the Special Rapporteur;


The Commission also decides to recommend the following draft decision to the Economic and Social Council for adoption:


“The Economic and Social Council, taking note of Commission on Human Rights decision 2004/110 of 19 April 2004, endorses the Commission’s decision to appoint, for a period of three years, a Special Rapporteur whose mandate will focus on the human rights aspects of the victims of trafficking in persons, especially women and children.  The Council also endorses the Commission’s request to the Special Rapporteur to submit an annual report, commencing with the sixty-first session of the Commission, together with recommendations, on measures required to uphold and protect the human rights of the victims.  The Council further approves the Commission’s request to the Secretary‑General to provide all the necessary resources for the effective fulfilment of the mandate of the Special Rapporteur.”
