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1994/14.  Promoting the realization of the right to adequate housing


The Commission on Human Rights,


Taking note of Sub-Commission on Prevention of Discrimination and Protection of Minorities resolution 1993/36 of 25 August 1993 on promoting the realization of the right to adequate housing,


Recalling its decision 1993/103 of 4 March 1993,


Welcoming the progress report of the Special Rapporteur on promoting the realization of the right to adequate housing (E/CN.4/Sub.2/1993/15),


1.
Decides to extend the mandate of the Special Rapporteur by one year to bring the length of his mandate into accordance with the practices of the Sub-Commission and to enable him to explore fully the human rights implications arising from the right to adequate housing;


2.
Invites the Special Rapporteur to submit a second progress report to the Sub-Commission at its forty-sixth session;


3.
Requests the Secretary-General to provide the Special Rapporteur with all the necessary financial, technical and expert assistance required for the completion of his mandate;

Recommends the following draft resolution to the Economic and Social Council for adoption:
