At its 55th meeting, on 25 April 2002, the Commission on Human Rights, recalling General Assembly resolution 56/266 of 27 March 2002, in which the Assembly endorsed the Durban Declaration and Programme of Action adopted by consensus in September 2001 by the World Conference against Racism, Racial Discrimination, Xenophobia and Related Intolerance, and convinced that the World Conference made an important contribution to the cause of eradicating racism, racial discrimination, xenophobia and related intolerance, decided, by a recorded vote of 52 to none, with 1 abstention, to invite the Sub-Commission on the Promotion and Protection of Human Rights to give careful consideration to the Durban Declaration and Programme of Action and to play a complementary role in the realization of the objectives of the World Conference.
