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Human rights and human responsibilities

Commission on Human Rights Decision 2002/110


At its 56th meeting, on 25 April 2002, the Commission on Human Rights, having discussed the preliminary report (E/CN.4/2002/107) submitted, in accordance with Economic and Social Council decision 2001/285 of 24 July 2001, by the Special Rapporteur on Human Rights and Human Responsibilities, Mr. Miguel Alfonso Martínez, decided, by a recorded vote of 33 to 14, with 6 abstentions, to take note of the preliminary report and to recommend the following draft decision to the Council for adoption:


“The Economic and Social Council, taking note of Commission on Human Rights decision 2002/110 of 25 April 2002, decides to request the Special Rapporteur, Mr. Alfonso Martínez, to submit to the Commission at its fifty-ninth session his final report on the study requested by the Commission in its resolution 2000/63 of 26 April 2000, and to again request the Secretary-General to grant Mr. Alfonso Martínez all the necessary assistance to make it possible for him to fulfil his mandate properly, in particular by facilitating the field missions he considers it necessary to carry out in 2002 in Africa, Asia and Europe.”
