Economic and Social Council Decision 1994/245


At its 42nd plenary meeting, on 22 July 1994, the Council, noting Commission on Human Rights resolution 1994/21 of 1 March 1994, approved:


(a)
The Commission's request to the Secretary-General to convene a joint consultative meeting of the members of the Working Group and the Chairpersons of the Human Rights Committee, the Committee on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights, the Committee on the Elimination of Discrimination against Women, the Committee on the Rights of the Child, the Committee on the Elimination of Racial Discrimination, other relevant treaty bodies and the Subcommission on Prevention of Discrimination and Protection of Minorities so as to enable them to discuss and enrich their experience in matters of evaluation, criteria of performance and monitoring;


(b)
The Commission's decision that the executive secretaries of the regional commissions and the heads of the international financial institutions should be invited to participate actively in future sessions of the Working Group so that they could contribute substantially to its work;


(c)
The Commission's decision that the Working Group should hold two sessions, each for a two-week period, in May and October 1994 so that it could continue to carry out its mandate.
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
