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International Decade of the World's Indigenous People

Economic and Social Council Decision 1994/247


At its 42nd meeting, on 22 July 1994, the Council, noting Commission on Human Rights resolution 1994/26 of 4 March 1994: 


(a)
Approved the Commission's request to the Assistant Secretary-General for Human Rights, as the Coordinator of the International Decade of the World's Indigenous People, to coordinate the international programme of activities for the Decade in full collaboration and consultation with Governments, competent bodies, regional organizations, the International Labour Organization and other specialized agencies of the United Nations, and indigenous and non-governmental organizations;


(b)
Also approved the Commission's request to the Assistant Secretary-General for Human Rights, bearing in mind the contribution that indigenous people could make, to establish a unit within the Centre for Human Rights to support its activities related to indigenous people and, in particular, to plan, coordinate and implement activities for the Decade;


(c)
Endorsed the Commission's request to the Secretary-General to establish a voluntary fund for the Decade, and approved the Commission's decision to authorize the Secretary-General to seek, accept and administer voluntary contributions from Governments, intergovernmental and non-governmental organizations, other private institutions and individuals for the purpose of funding projects and programmes during the Decade;


(d)
Approved the Commission's request to the Secretary-General to give all the assistance necessary to ensure the success of the Decade.
